ATTIRE
To assist members and guests, the following are attire classifications and 
how they apply to Club events and grounds.  If you see an infraction of the 
dress code, please refrain from commenting and simply notify management. 

DINING AREAS

•  Attire for the dining room on most Saturday evenings includes slacks 
and a collared shirt (no shorts) for men. Men are welcome to wear  
a jacket and tie. Jackets may be removed after 9:00 pm. Ladies attire  
includes dresses, dress slacks, skirts, white and summer colored non-
distressed denim (no shorts).

•   Casual wear is permitted in the Clubhouse during the day and is 
suitable in the evening, Monday through Friday and Sunday. On Saturday 
evening casual wear is permitted in the River Bar after 8:00 pm, with 
one exception; shorts are not allowed in the Clubhouse on formal 
evenings. Casual wear includes summer colored nondistressed denim, 
club shorts and collared shirts; it does not include pool attire, tshirts, 
blue and dark colored denim, or tank tops. Shoes must always be worn 
in the Clubhouse.

•   Formal attire is designated for Special event evenings, men are requested 
to wear a jacket and tie, or black tie optional when indicated in the 
roster or calendar. Jackets may be removed after 9:00 pm.

On Saturday nights children over the age of six (6) must adhere to the 
dress code.

CLUBHOUSE AND GROUNDS

•  Casual wear is permitted in the Clubhouse during the day. Pre and 

post season are the only time that blue dress denim is permitted in 
Clubhouse. Those dates are clearly labeled in the calendar. Shoes must 
be worn in the Clubhouse at all times.

•  On Club grounds shirts are required except within the fenced pool 
area where swimsuit attire is appropriate. Swim wear with cover-ups 
is allowed in the River Bar until 6:30 pm. Shirts and cover ups are 
required to be worn to and from the pool area.

•  Inappropriate attire is not allowed in the Clubhouse at any time during 
the season for members, their families, or their guests. This includes 
blue and dark colored denim, collarless t-shirts, swimming attire, tank 
tops and hoodies.

•  Gentlemen and male children must remove their hats before entering 
the Clubhouse except on designated theme nights.

Please 
clean up after your pet. The dog run area is located on the Muscamoot Bay 
side of the Club with available clean up stations. Pets are not allowed in the 
Ritz with the exception of a Resident or Active member renting rooms by 
the season and with the approval of the House Committee.
